“ All of our estates in the region are positioned close to amenity that facilitates life, yet the larger allotments and surrounding grounds promote the country feel,” Mr Costelloe said. 

“ One particular estate doing well is ‘Oakesford Estate’ development in Golden Square which is now 50 percent sold out,” Mr Costelloe said.  

Comprising just 16 allotments ranging in size from 570sqm to 1209sqm, with prices starting from $102,000 and situated within a well established suburb of Bendigo, the Oakesford Estate is a rare opportunity to build a new home in this ideal location.
